SAFETY PATROL NEWS i1 Spring Driving Hazards
At this time of the year, the driving conditions can
change drastically. With temperatures fluctuating
above and below zero, the condition of the road
surface can change from one day to the next, and even
within the same day. Above zero and the road is wet.
Below zero and that water on the road has changed to
black ice. When patrollers work in the morning, the
road could be icy, but by afternoon, that ice could have
changed to water. Another factor affecting road
conditions, particularly around intersections is the
gravel on the road which was spread all through the
winter, but has yet to be picked up. Stopping distance
on gravel is very similar to ice. Because of the poor
traction, a vehicle is going to take a long time to stop
on gravel. Patrollers have to keep this in mind when
patrolling at this time of the year. The snow and ice
may be gone, but the gravel remains, so stopping
distances are increased because of it.
